REMARKS ON THE ITALIAN WATER DATA FLOWS 2005

1.- Due to the late message in which the deadline for uploading of 2005 water data was anticipated at October 28th and also to the late time at which the changes in the templates for data loading were provided, unfortunately we are not able this year to send 20005 data of lakes and groundwater according to the new format which on the contrary was used for river data.,

In fact  the official request of data from the NRC to the regional contacts was sent in strong advance before the EEA message were received and the data elaboration validation work was already finished. 

2.- Groundwater: due to technical and scientific reasons Italian monitoring programmes do not include the measurements of dissolved oxygen which therefore is not rported in the GW data set. 

3.- As far as for Pressure and Impact data the national situation has not practically improved from the situation of 2004, i.e. the national monitoring data set including pressure data, up to now covers only very few Italian regions and we do not consider it as representative of the national conditions. Moreover we are oriented to wait for the first outcomes from the on going WISE and SOER data testing.

4.- As far as the detection and determination limits of quantitative data they are not available as national standard due to the very large differences met in many Italian regions. At official level we will need a national intercomparison exercise to face the above critical point.

5.- Please note that from this year we can partially provide data on quantities : rainfall (Yes), otflow (No).
