For Italy no quantitative  projection are available, up to now, there isn’t a fund for the activities related to art. 3.3 and 3.4 of Kyoto, considering that the fund of 50 million euros per year for each of the years 2008, 2009 and 2010 established in the Budget Law 2008 (subparagraph 335) was zeroed by actual Government.

The Italy’s forest area is the total eligible area under forest management activity. Italian forest area has to be considered managed forest lands, as explained in FAO TBFRA2000 (page 129)

The so-called “National Registry for forest carbon sinks” is part of the Italian National System; it is the instrument to estimate, in accordance with the COP/MOP decisions, the IPCC Good Practice Guidance on LULUCF and every relevant IPCC guidelines, the greenhouse gases emissions by sources and removals by sinks in forest land and related land-use changes and to account for the net removals in order to allow the Italian Registry to issue the relevant amount of RMUs

The registry is currently being organized and Env. Ministry is looking for refunding, after the above described budget cuts. A Scientific Committee has been set up in order to support the design and implementation of the activities related to the National Registry for forest carbon sinks. Up to now, no estimate of removals due to art. 3.3 and 3.4 activities have been provided, due to the difficulties related to the establishment of the National Registry for Carbon Sinks and the resulting technical hitches to report successfully under the KP reporting rules. A first evaluation of yearly adsorbed carbon from national sinks in the commitment period amounts to 10.2 Mt CO2,

- for the emissions sources not subject to ETS, Italy has planned to use CDM, see chapter 3.4 of our report.

No information available for the non - ETS part, Env. Ministry is the focal point but we do not know if it is formally appointed. No focal point exist for ETS operators.
